This engagement will offer young people deeper thematic reflections on most relevant

intersections of masculinities with other aspects of men's experience such as social media

engagement, relationships and sexuality, caste, violence, friendships and work' They developed

interactive stories for young people to navigate the kinds of choices they generally have to make

with regards to friendships, romantic relationships, sex and sexuality, social media etc' These

stories present the processes by which masculinity is constructed for young men in the multiple

spaces they inhabit and provide a critical distance from which participants can view this process,

its impact on themselves and in the world. This will enable an understanding and eventual

rejection of violence as masculinity to foreground other models of masculinity that are not

considered "cool". Furthermore, they can also opt to participate in group sessions that will offer

a space to share their own experiences of masculinities, and collectively reflect on the way they

have been socialized in different definitions of masculinity.
